





(a) The Principal of the National High School in the municipality who
shall be the Chairman of the Committee. If there i1s more than one
national high school principal, the most senior of them under the rules
of the Department of Education shall be the Chairman:

(b) The other principal/s of the high school/s in the municipality, if any;
(¢) The District Supervisor or Supervisors in the municipality;

(d) The Principals of the elementary schools:

(e) The Chairman of the Sangguniang Bayan Committee on Education;
(f) The President of the Federation of Barangay Chairmen:

(g) The President of the High School Alumni Association or the President
of the Federation of High School Alumni Associations, if there is more
than one high school in the municipality:

(h) The President of the High School Parents-Teachers Association or the
President of the Federation of PTA. if there is more than one PTA in
the municipality; and,

(1) The President of the Federation of Elementary Schools PTA in the
municipality.

SECTION 3. Term of Office. - The term of office of the
Chairman and Members of the Municipal Committee on Education shall
be co-terminus with their terms or tenure of office.

SECTION 4. Powers And Duties of the Committee. - The
Municipal Committee on Education shall have the following powers and
duties:

(a) To solicit and receive financial support whether from the national
and/or local govemments or from private institutions or persons to
finance the education programs of the Committee and its operational
expenses;



(b) To determine the criteria for educational or scholarship support:
provided, that priority shall be given to the least financially capable but
deserving students in the municipality;

(¢) To appropriate its funds for the support of the Committee’s education
programs in the manner it may determine to carry out the purposes and
functions of the Committee;

(d) To fix the amounts of financial support for tuition fees and other
expenses, such as, but not limited to, matriculation, laboratory and/or
miscellaneous fees, as the Committee may deem proper to grant;

(e) To appoint such employees of the Committee as may be necessary for
the performance of its functions under such terms and conditions and
compensation as it may prescribe, subject to civil service laws and
rules; and,

(f) To coordinate/enter into memoranda of agreements with other
agencies/institutions and/or persons for the funding of its programs and
activities.

SECTION 5. Compensation. - The Chairman and Members of
the Committee shall not be entitled to compensation; provided, however,
that they may be reimbursed their actual transportation expenses.
However, the Provincial, Municipal or City Government to which the
Committee belongs may provide per diem per attendance of meeting of the
Chairman and Members of the Committee in such amounts as the said
local govemment units may provide.

SECTION_ 6. Implementing Rules And Regulations. -The
Secretaries of the Departments of Education, Intenor and Local
Government, Science and Technology and Finance, and the Chairman of
the Commission on Higher Education shall jointly promulgate rules and
regulations not inconsistent with the provisions of this act to govem the
Committees operation. The Committee may likewise promulgate
supplemental implementing rules and regulations as may be necessary to
carry out the purposes and functions of the Committee as herein mandated;
provided, however, that these shall not be inconsistent with the provisions
of this act and/or the rules and regulations promulgated by the department
secretaries concemed.



SECTION 7. Appropriation. — For the year 2010, the sum of Five

Hundred Thousand Pesos shall be deemed appropriated for each Municipal
Committee On Education constituted by virtue of this Act out of funds not

obligated for the fiscal year 2010. Its budget for the succeeding years shall
be included in the General Appropration Acts.

SECTION 8. Repealing Clause. - All laws and regulations
inconsistent with this act shall be deemed repealed or amended
accordingly.

SECTION 9. Effectivity. - This act shall be effective after
fifteen (15) days from its publication in the Official Gazette or in at least
two newspapers of general circulation.
